GUIDELINES FOR SENIOR HONORS THESIS
1.   Senior Honors Thesis (SHT) is the capstone or culmination of the work Honors students have done across at least two, and often more, departments.  University Honors students must have completed at least 15 hours of Honors courses (at least six of which are outside their major), and have a 3.4 GPA in their Honors courses, to be eligible to pursue the SHT.  All Honors students should schedule an appointment with the Honors Office before signing up for the SHT to check their Honors transcript and GPA.  Call 262-2083 to schedule this appointment.
2.   The SHT takes whatever form best suits the subject.  It can be a traditional research paper; it might resemble a scientific research article.  A creative project, composition, work of art, recital, or dramatic production is entirely acceptable. The scope and length of the work will fall somewhere between a typical semester paper and a master(s thesis.  The style is appropriate to the format and is agreed upon between the student and the faculty director.

3.   SHT is usually arranged for three hours credit in the student(s major or minor, but must be cross-disciplinary.  At least two professors mentor the SHT: a first reader or director, and a second reader.  The two professors must come from different departments and are ordinarily full-time ASU faculty.  At minimum the second reader should comment upon a draft version of the SHT so that the student can benefit from more than one professor(s observations and corrections.

4.   While most students will attempt the project during the senior year, junior standing does not preclude one from signing up for SHT.  Students are encouraged to spread credit over two semesters, to ensure adequate time for research, reflection, and revision.

5.   Binding and title page format information is provided to the student at the time of application.  Belk Library collects and catalogs all SHTs; the Honors Office does not keep copies.  Thesis-quality paper is available at cost from the Honors Office.

6.   Most students sign up for SHT as G H 4010 (the section number is assigned by the Registrar).  The Honors Program Office provides the Special Course Form to complete and take to the Registrar(s Office.  Departments may have additional forms that students will need to submit to the departmental Honors director.
7.   It is possible to use the same SHT to satisfy departmental/ college, and General Honors Program graduation requirements, so long as all programs( requirements are met.*
8.   A final approval form signed by all readers must be submitted to the Honors Office at least a week prior to the student(s graduation.  Upon completion of the SHT and provided the other requirements are met, the designation (University Honors Program Graduate( is entered on the student(s final transcript.  The graduate receives a certificate suitable for framing, a cord to wear with the cap and gown, and recognition at Commencement.
